M Key Flu Indicators Each week CDC analyzes informa-
@  tion about influenza disease activity in the United States and
publishes findings of key flu indicators in a report called Flu-
View. During the week of October 4 -10, 2009, a review of the key indicators
found that influenza activity continued to increase in the United States from the
previous week. Below is a summary of the most recent key indicators:

BAFEN - HMEALTHIEN s PEOPLE

Visits to doctors for influenza -like illness (ILI) continued to increase in the United
States, and overall, are higher than what is expected for this time of the year. ILI
activity now is equal to or higher than what is seen at the peak of many regular
flu seasons.

Total influenza hospitalization rates for laboratory -confirmed flu are climbing and
are higher than expected for this time of year. The proportion of deaths attributed
to pneumonia and influenza (P&I) based on the 122 Cities Report has increased

and exceeds what is normally expected at this time of year. In addition, 11 flu -

related pediatric deaths were reported this week; 10 of these deaths were con-
firmed 2009 H1IN1, and one was influenza A virus, but unsubtyped. Since April
2009, there have been 86 confirmed pediatric 2009 H1N1 deaths; 39 of these have
been reported to CDC since August 30, 2009.

Fourty -one states are reporting  widespread influenza activity at this time, includ-
ing Ohio, Indiana, and Pennsylvania. This many reports of widespread activity
are unprecedented during seasonal flu.

Almost all of the influenza viruses identified so far are 2009 H1N1 influenza A vi-
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ruses . These viruses remain similar to the virus chosen for the 2009 H1N1 vac-

cine, and remain susceptible to the antiviral drugs oseltamivir and zanamivir with

The Maintenance Dept. asks that you please
comply with the following:

Relocate any parked vehicle that blocks ac-
cess to leaves.

After neighborhoods have received one leaf
pickup, repeat pickups will occur only if time &
weather permits .

The Township does not collect leaves on private
streets/roads, apartment complexes and Mobile
Home Parks. Residents must secure their own
leaf pickup service.

HALLOWEEN SAFETY

Here are a few safety tips when planning to trick or treat:

1.Young children should be accompanied by an adult, a responsi-
ble sibling, or in groups of more than two people. Trick -or-
treating areas should be in familiar neighborhoods and at
houses with outside lights on.
and remind children the importance of not entering homes or
vehicles without your permission.

2.When selecting a costume choose one that has a label of flame
resistance.

3.Costumes should be light and bright to be seen by motorists.
Parents can also trim costumes with reflective tape to further
enhance visibility.

4.Costumes should be well fitting to the child. Avoid those that
will create trip or falling hazards. If a mask is chosen, be sure
the eye holes are large enough to allow for good vision and
does not restrict breathing.

5. Carry a flashlight.

6. Warn your child not to eat any treats before they have been
examined by an adult. Have your child eat a good dinner to
reduce the temptation of snacking due to hunger.

7. Eliminate obstacles from lawns, steps and porches.

8. Candlelit jack-o-lanterns should be kept away from landings,
porches, and steps.

Care should also be taken for potential hazards when decorating
indoors.
